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MONTHLY PERFORMANCE REPORT ON ACTIVITIES OF TRIFED FOR THE
MONTH OF AUGUST, 2019

1. MARKETING DEVELOLPMENT ACTIVITIES:

1. Sales & Purchase:

Concerted efforts were made for scaling up of Retail Marketing Activities resulted
in procurement of tribal products worth Rs.340 Lakhs was made in the month of
August, 2019 and cumulative procurement of Rs. 1323.29 Lakhs during the current
financial year 2019-20 .Thisis an increase of 27.41% during the month of
August, 2019 and 27.70% during the current financial year, in comparison to
the procurement made in the corresponding period of the last financial year.
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Similar efforts were made for achieving sale of Rs.221.36 Lakhs in the month of August,
2019 and cumulative sale of Rs. 890.52 lakhswas achieved during the current financial
year 2019-20, which is an increase of 13.67% in the current Financial Year
respectively in comparison to the sales made in the corresponding period of the last
financial year.
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1.2 Tribal Artisan Mela (TAM):

TAMs are organized with a view to identify new artisans and new products at the
sourcing level in States/Districts/Villages for expanding the tribal producers base.
During the current financial year, 6TAMSs have been organized at Lakhimpur Kheri
(Uttar Pradesh), Bolangir (Odisha), Nalgonda (Telangana), Kokarajhar (Assam),
Banswara (Rajasthan)and Pithoragarh (Uttarakhand) wherein 272 artisans
participated and exhibited their crafts and 70 tribal producers were empanelled.

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1.3Expansion of Outlets:

TRIFED has established a network of 114 Outlets i.e. 66 own Sales outlets, 33
outlets on consignment sale and 15 franchisee outlets located across the country in
comparison to 89outlets as on 31.08.2018.
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TRIFED opened new own outlets at Kotputali, NH-8(Rajasthan), Ernakulam, Ooty,
Coimbatore Airport, Trivandrum Airport and Goa Airport during the month of
August, 2019. Besides, two franchisee outlets at Pune and Imphal was also made
operational.

A special drive was initiated for establishing TRIBES INDIA outlet at airports.
Airport Authority of India has allotted space at Coimbatore, Gangtok, Jaipur,
Chennai, Ahmedabad, Udaipur, Goa, Trivandrum and Kolkata for opening of Tribes
India Outlets. Besides, TRIFED has been offered spaces at International Airports at
Dehradun, Varanasi, Pune, Lucknow and Jammu for setting up of Tribes India
Outlets. Presence of Tribes India Outlets at these Airports will not only be a good
opportunity to market tribal products but also would help promote “Tribes India” as
a brand among target customers.
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1.4 Exhibitions:

e National Tribal Festival “AadiMahotsav” - TRIFED started a new concept of
organizing National Tribal Festival ‘Aadi Mahotsav’-an exhibition cum sale of
Tribal products. During the month of the August, 2019, Aadi Mahotsav were
organized at Polo Ground, Leh — Ladakh wherein more than 200 tribal artisans
from across the country participated and realized a sale of Rs. 34.92 Lakhs.The
nine day National Tribal Festival was inaugurated by Hon’ble Minister of State
for Tribal Affairs at around 6.00 PM on 17" August, 2019 at Polo Ground, Leh
in presence of Smt. Renuka Singh, Hon’ble Minister of State for Tribal Affairs,
Shri Jamyang Tsering Namgyal, Hon’ble Member of Parliament, Ladakh, Shri
Gyal P. Wangyal, Hon’ble CEC, Ladakh Autonomous Hill Development
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Council, Leh and other dignitaries. The event was also attended by leaders from
various religious organizations like LBA, Anjuman Moin-ul-Islam, Immamia,
Moravian, Hindu Trust, Sikh Associations, All Gonpa Associations etc.

TRIFED organised/participated in exhibitions at Delhi, Raipur, Korba,
GUWAMHATI, Gangtok, Hyderabad, Jaipur, Rourkela, Bhubaneswar, Lucknow,
Bhopal, Kanyakumari, Coimbatore, Kolkata, Nagpur, Mumbai, Pune, Ranchi,
Ahmedabad, Dehradun, Nainital, Badrinath, Varanasi, Prayagraj, Bangalore and
Chennai generating a sale of Rs. 26.77Lakhs.
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1.4 E-Commerce:

TRIFED has established its own E-commerce portal www.tribesindia.com and also
present on all major e-commerce portals like Amazon, Snapdeal, Flipkart, Paytm, and
Gem. An aggressive publicity through digital and social media is being planned for
systematically use these channels for promoting tribal products as a source of
authentic genuine tribal products. As part of this initiatives, TRIFED has made the
sales of Rs. 23.70 lakhs till 31.08.2019 in current financial year.
